DEFINITION 
Assist the classroom teacher in providing or reinforcing instruction to individual or small groups of students in a classroom or 

other learning environment; assist in the preparation of instructional materials, and perform related duties as assigned.

Receives direction from the music teacher in charge

 Must know how to play least one orchestral instrument and willing to teach others. E 

 Assist in the preparation of instructional materials and study aids to be used by students in classrooms or individual study 

situations 

 Must be willing to learn Vocal technique and pedagogy, along with the correct diction and phonemic dialect needed for 

the various geographical regions represented in the Mariachi repertoire and history. E 

 Tutor individuals or small groups of students, and reinforce instruction as directed by the teacher; prepare materials for 

classroom use for students. 

 Must play at least one Mariachi ensemble instrument and willing to learn others. E 

 Assist in the implementation of instructional activities by reinforcing learning concepts. 

 Assist students in understanding instructional assignments under teachers' directions. 

 Assist teachers with monitoring individual progress of students and discuss problems and improvements. 

 Operate musical equipment. 

 Assisting the teacher with explaining and clarifying work assignments to students. 

 Maintain records, logs, and files as assigned. 

 Maintain records on students' progress in the development of specific skills, under the guidance of the instructor. 

 Must be familiar with Solfedge and be willing to learn how it is used in teaching Mariachi. E 

 Perform related duties as assigned.

 Assist the Orchestra/Mariachi teacher’s directions when working with a group of and/or individual students. 

 Assist with multiple levels:  High School and Elementary levels in the process of learning to play string instruments:  

violin, viola, cello and string bass. 

 Assist teacher and students in the process of learning to play Mariachi instruments:  vihuelas, guitarron, and acoustic 

guitars as well as having familiarity with the brass instruments needed to complete a Mariachi ensemble. 

 Learn the basic principles and techniques used in improving musical instrument skills. 

 Assist teachers with monitoring progress and identify problem areas and areas of relative learning progress. 

 Recognize and understand the needs of students. 
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 Establish and maintain cooperative working relationships with teachers, students and others contacted in the course of 

work. 

 Understand and carry out oral and written directions.

 Reach overhead, above the shoulders and horizontally.
