Give One, Get One

(General Directions)

1. Instructor will state a topic and ask students to write down two ideas they may have about the topic, one statement per box.

2. Students will get up, find one person from another table and exchange statements.  They will ‘give’ one of their statements to their partner and they will ‘get’ a statement from their partner.  Partners will exchange papers and write their statement on their partner’s paper.
3. If both partners have the same statements, think together of another one to write down.  Continue this until all of the boxes are filled and then go back to your seat.
