I Have the Question, Who Has the Answer?
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Purpose:

This strategy will help students review information through active participation.  It also 
heightens the attention and engagement of all students.

Materials:


Each group needs two sets of index cards.  One set contains the questions the other set 
contains the answers.  To help keep students engaged, prepare more answer cards than 
question cards.

Process:  
1. Pass out the answer cards to the students.
2. Put a stack of question cards face down in the middle of each of the table groups.

3. Choose one person from each group to begin.  That person turns over a question card.  The student then says, “The Question is…..Who has the answer?”

4. All of the students in the group then check their answer cards to see if they have the correct answer or a possible one.  If a student thinks he/she may have the answer, he/she reads the answer.  If it is a match, (and the group is agreed) then the student with the answer turns over the next question card, reads that question aloud, and the process continues.

Variations:
· Ask the students to prepare the cards.

· Use the cards for a review at the end of a unit.

· All of the students have the answers and they collaborate to decide on the right one for each question.
