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SCAVENGER HUNT





Purpose:  This strategy will help students review, preview, and expand a topic and will also help them understand that, when working together, students have a tremendous amount of knowledge.





Process (one way to use this activity):   


The teacher will prepare a set of questions on a topic.





Following the actual scavenger hunt activity, students will need to be in groups to discuss their work.





Ask students to read through the list of questions and choose the one on which they want to become the expert.





They will answer only that one question on their sheets.  (There are many variations to this process which you may wish to consider.)





 The teacher will initial all answers before the scavenger hunt begins, to ensure that incorrect answers are not spread throughout the class.





All of the students and materials in the room may be considered resources to obtain the answers.  





Students may receive only one answer per each of their peers.





Answers may flow through one person to another, but the third party better be prepared to fully explain the answer.  The name the student lists as the resource is the person from whom they actually obtain the answer.





When the teacher calls time, students will return to their desks, verify their answers with one another, and complete any unfinished answers.





Only unresolved issues need to be discussed with the entire class.
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
