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Quadrant Partners


Process  


Students draw four sections on a sheet of paper.  


Walk around the room to gather signatures.  Students will exchange papers and                          sign their names in the same quadrant.  For example:  Carol would sign Andy’s           quadrant #1 while Andy signs Carol’s quadrant #1.


Continue collecting signatures until partners are obtained for all four quadrants.


Use quadrant partners when pairing is needed for discussion or collaboration.








Interactive Journals


Process


Interactive journals use paper divided in two equal parts.  One student writes a journal entry on one side of the paper.  His partner writes back on the opposite side, making comments on the topics addressed.  In most cases, the students\ chooses his partner.  He usually chooses someone he trusts so he can share ideas, questions, and thought freely.

Graphic Organizers


Process


Graphic organizers are a way to engage all students in active learning.  Each child records his/her responses on the graphic organizer.


Graphic organizers are tools that can be used in a variety of groupings:  individual, pairs, collaborative triads or quadrants, or whole class.


Graphic organizers allow the teacher to determine individual student mastery,                    areas of concern, etc… 








Choral Reading


Process


Students will read the passages orally in unison with another individual                         student, in small groups, or the total class.


Benefits include helping struggling students read fluently (with assistance)                           and also to hear passages read fluently. 
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
